Abstract

In the aftermath of the 2023 earthquakes in Kahramanmaras, Tiirkiye —though lacking monumental
historic landmarks—the city still carries the threads of its intangible heritage, woven through
neighborhoods and spaces of collective memory. Yet the loss of the long-standing silhouette of its
famed districts has fractured not only the skyline, but also the collective memory that once gave these
places their soul. Addressing this loss —which has diminished the city’s tourism appeal and weakened
inhabitants’ attachment to familiar places—requires new ways of reconnecting residents and visitors
to Kahramanmaras's heritage, strengthening place identity, and ensuring that cultural memory
endures despite the absence of its original urban form. This research forms part of the DigiMar project,
which leverages VR’s proven capacity to enhance cultural learning, emotional engagement, and place
attachment in heritage interpretation (Checa & Bustillo, 2025; Wang et al., 2025), while extending its
application to post-disaster memory preservation and community resilience (Di Giuseppantonio Di
Franco, 2025; Banfi et al., 2023). Trabzon Avenue— one of Kahramanmaras’s most prominent
boulevards—was digitally reconstructed in four distinct sections, creating an immersive VR
environment that weaves together visual heritage, oral histories, and local narratives, enabling
participants to explore the avenue’s layered past and present. A small-scale pilot evaluation invited
participants to engage with the VR environment and complete a structured questionnaire capturing
their perceptions of authenticity, emotional impact, tourism appeal, place attachment, and protective
attitudes toward earthquake-affected sites. The study aims to assess how embedding intangible
heritage into post-disaster VR cultural routes can rebuild identity, foster local pride, revive tourism
appeal, and encourage protective engagement with heritage. By advancing this work, the project
positions VR storytelling as a scalable and transferable tool for resilient cultural tourism design and
architectural heritage preservation in disaster-affected urban environments.

Hafizasin1 VR ile Deneyimlemek

Ozet

2023 Kahramanmaras depremlerinin ardindan —arutsal tarihi yapilar agisindan zengin olmasa da—
sehir, mahalleleri ve ortak hafiza mekanlar1 araciligiyla dokunan maddi olmayan mirasinin izlerini
hala tasimaktadir. Ancak, kentin tinlii bolgelerinin uzun yillardir var olan siluetinin yitirilmesi,
yalnizca ufuk ¢izgisini degil, bu yerlerin ruhunu besleyen kolektif hafizay1 da parcalamistir. Turizm
cazibesini azaltan ve sakinlerin tanidik mekanlara olan bagliligini zayiflatan bu kaybin telafisi;
Kahramanmaras'in mirasiyla hem sakinleri hem de ziyaretgcileri yeniden bulusturacak, yer kimligini
giiclendirecek ve kentsel formun fiziksel olarak ortadan kalkmasma ragmen kiiltiirel hafizanin
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stirekliligini saglayacak yeni yollar gerektirmektedir. Bu arastirma, VR'nin kiiltiirel 6grenmeyi,
duygusal katilimi ve mekana baghlig1 artirma konusundaki kanitlanmis kapasitesini (Checa &
Bustillo, 2025; Wang ve digerleri, 2025) kiiltiirel miras yorumlamasinda kullanarak, bu yaklasimi afet
sonrast hafiza koruma ve toplumsal dayaniklilik alanina genisleten DigiMar projesinin bir pargasidir
(Di Giuseppantonio Di Franco, 2025; Banfi ve digerleri, 2023). Kahramanmaras'm en onemli
bulvarlarindan biri olan Trabzon Caddesi, dort farkli boliim halinde dijital olarak yeniden inga
edilmis; gorsel miras, sozlii tarih ve yerel anlatilar1 bir araya getiren, katilimcilarin caddenin katmanh
gecmisini ve bugiiniinii kesfedebildigi siiriikleyici bir VR ortami olusturulmustur. Kiigiik 6lgekli bir
pilot degerlendirme kapsaminda, katiimcilar bu VR ortaminda deneyim yasamis ve otantiklik algisi,
duygusal etki, turizm ¢ekiciligi, mekana baglilik ve depremden etkilenen alanlara yonelik koruma
egilimlerini 6l¢gen yapilandirilmis bir anket doldurmustur. Calisma, maddi olmayan mirasin afet
sonrast VR Kkiiltiirel rotalarina entegre edilmesinin, kimligi yeniden insa etme, yerel gururu
giiclendirme, turizm cazibesini canlandirma ve mirasa yonelik korumaci yaklasimlar: tesvik etme
potansiyelini degerlendirmeyi amaglamaktadir. Bu ¢alismayz ilerleterek proje, VR hikaye anlatimini,
afet etkisi altindaki kentsel alanlarda direncli kiiltiirel turizm tasarimi ve mimari mirasin korunmasi
icin Slgeklenebilir ve aktarilabilir bir arag¢ olarak konumlandirmaktadir.

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Architectural Space and its Reproduction through Visual Culture: Aesthetic Experience
and Tourist Consumption in Rhodes

Abstract

In today’s world, where visual culture increasingly shapes the perception of space through social
media, architecture is being redefined beyond its physical presence as an aesthetic object reproduced
on digital platforms. This study examines the influence of Instagram aesthetics on tourist spaces in an
architectural context, with a specific focus on the island of Rhodes. A UNESCO World Heritage Site,
the Medieval City of Rhodes stands out with its layered architectural history, including Gothic castles,
Ottoman mosques and fountains, Italian-era public buildings, and stone-paved streets. These spatial
elements are frequently shared on Instagram, contributing to the construction of a visual narrative of
the city. This narrative often manifests as spatial interventions aligned with either an aesthetic
reconfiguration of local identity or tourism-oriented promotional strategies. Adopting a qualitative
approach, the study evaluates social media content, on-site observations, and user experiences
collectively. Through visual content analysis of Instagram posts tagged with #rodos and
#rhodesoldtown, the research identifies prominent architectural elements, compositional preferences,
and symbolic structures. These visuals are then compared with on-site photographs to assess how
closely the digital representations align with the physical reality of the spaces. Furthermore, user
reviews on platforms such as TripAdvisor and Google Maps are analyzed to explore how visual
expectations influence the architectural experience of visitors. The findings reveal that the Medieval
City of Rhodes is re-constructed on Instagram as a "visual stage," subject to interventions that enhance
its photogenic qualities. This process generates new tensions between architectural conservation,
cultural heritage, and commercial tourism. The study opens a critical discussion on how visually-
driven digital representations impact the authenticity of historic urban environments.

Ozet

Gorsel kiiltiiriin sosyal medya araciligryla mekan algisini doniistiirdiigii glintimiizde, mimarlik da
fiziksel varliginin 6tesinde dijital platformlarda yeniden iiretilen bir estetik nesne haline gelmektedir.
Bu calismada, Rodos Adas1 ornegi iizerinden, Instagram estetiginin turistik mekanlar {izerindeki
etkisi mimari baglamda incelenmektedir. UNESCO Diinya Miras: Listesi'nde yer alan Rodos Eski
Sehri, farkli donemlere ait mimari katmanlariyla dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Gotik kaleleri, Osmanh
donemine ait cami ve ¢esmeleri, italyan yOnetimi sirasinda insa edilen kamu yapilar ve tas doseli
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sokak dokusu; ziyaretgiler tarafindan Instagram'da yogun bigimde paylasilmakta ve bu paylagimlar
araciligiyla kentin gorsel bir anlatis1 olusmaktadir. Bu anlati, kimi zaman yerel kimligin estetikle
yeniden kurgulanmasi, kimi zaman da turistik pazarlama stratejileriyle Ortiisen mekansal
miidahaleler seklinde tezahiir etmektedir. Calismada, niteliksel bir yaklasimla sosyal medya igerikleri,
alan verileri ve kullanici deneyimleri birlikte degerlendirilmistir. Oncelikle Instagram’da #rodos,
#rhodesoldtown gibi etiketlerle paylasilan gorseller iizerinden yiiriitiilen gorsel igerik analizinde, 6ne
¢ikan mimari unsurlar, kompozisyon tercihleri ve sembolik yapilar incelenmistir. Bunu takiben, sosyal
medyada 6ne ¢ikan bu gorsellerin, kentin fiziksel gercekligiyle ne Olgiide Ortiistiigiinti anlamak
amaciyla alan fotograflariyla karsilastirmali bir ¢oziimleme yapilmistir. Ayrica, TripAdvisor ve
Google Maps gibi platformlarda paylasilan kullanici yorumlar: analiz edilerek, ziyaretgilerin gorsel
beklentilerinin mimari deneyimi nasil etkiledigi iizerine ¢ikarimlar yapilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda,
Rodos Eski Sehri'nin dijital platformlarda bir “goérsel sahne” olarak yeniden kurgulandigi; mekanlarin
gorsel cekiciligini artirmaya yonelik miidahalelere ugradig1 ve bu siirecin mimari koruma, kiiltiirel
miras ve ticari turizm iligkileri arasinda yeni gerilimler yarattig: tespit edilmistir. Calisma, dijital
gorsellik odakli mimari temsillerin, tarihi mekanlarin 6zgiin kimligi {izerindeki etkilerini tartismaya
agmaktadir.

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The Transformation of Writers' Houses into Museums as a Means of Transferring
Cultural Heritage in the Context of Literary Tourism: The Case of Istanbul

Abstract

The tangible and intangible products that have emerged from social accumulation throughout
history are referred to as cultural heritage. In this context, ‘literature’ stands out as a valuable part of
cultural heritage in terms of historical, artistic and intellectual accumulation. The preservation and
perpetuation of literary heritage values and writers who have become part of society are crucial not
only for making the past visible but also for ensuring cultural continuity. In this regard, the efforts to
turn writers' homes into museums play an effective role in the transmission of tangible cultural
heritage and the development of literary tourism. Based on this, the aim of this study is to identify
writers' houses that have been converted into museums within the scope of literary tourism and to
investigate the role of these museums in the transmission of cultural heritage. The research area of the
study is the province of Istanbul. Within this scope, a total of five writers' house museums located in
the province of Istanbul have been identified. The study was conducted using the observation method,
one of the qualitative research methods. In addition, the data obtained were supported by findings
and photographs identified in the research areas. The research results showed that writer's houses
converted into museums in Istanbul are an effective method in the preservation and transmission of
cultural heritage, and that visitors contribute to cultural continuity by witnessing the writer's life.

Ozet

Gegmisten giiniimiize toplumsal birikimin ortaya ¢ikardig1 somut ve somut olmayan iiriinler
kiiltiirel miras olarak adlandirilmaktadir. Bu kapsamda “edebiyat” tarihsel, sanatsal ve diisiinsel
birikimin kiymetli bir kiiltiirel miras parcasi olarak 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Edebi miras degerlerinin ve
topluma mal olmus edebiyatcilarin korunmasi ve yasatilmasi, sadece ge¢misi goriiniir kilmak degil
ayni zamanda kiltiirel siirekliligi saglamak agisindan oldukca Onemlidir. Bu dogrultuda, yazar
evlerinde gergeklesen miizelesme ¢abalar: somut kiiltiirel mirasin aktariminda ve edebiyat turizminin
gelistirilmesinde etkili bir rol oynamaktadir.

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The Contribution of Digital Documentation Systems in Museums to the Visitor
Experience: The Case of Turkey

Abstract

Museums today are not only exhibition spaces but also serve as information management centers
through digital documentation. Digital tools such as virtual tours, digital catalogs, and 3D scanning
contribute to the preservation and accessibility of architectural heritage. Visitor experiences have
evolved beyond merely viewing physical exhibitions and are now enhanced with digital interaction
tools such as augmented reality, touchscreens, online access, and QR code-based object information.
The aim of this study is to examine the digital documentation systems used in museums in Turkey
and to determine their impact on visitor experience. The research was conducted using a qualitative
research approach and the document analysis method. The sample consisted of 10 museums selected
through purposive sampling from Turkey and abroad to ensure diversity in geographical location and
institutional size. The websites of the selected museums were examined in terms of digital
accessibility, content scope, quality of audiovisual materials, and user interaction. The findings
indicate that digital documentation systems in museums in Turkey increase accessibility, enhance
visitor satisfaction and learning experiences, and expand both local and international access potential.
However, it was also identified that many museums in Turkey face limitations such as technical
infrastructure deficiencies and updating issues regarding digital access. The study reveals that digital
documentation systems enrich museum visits both physically and virtually. The findings suggest that
strengthening collaboration between information and documentation specialists and museum
curators, alongside the development of more interactive and multilingual content, could contribute to
policies and practices aimed at enhancing tourism potential.

Abstract

Modern architecture started to show its influence on a global basis in the 1900s and was born from
the search for a solution to the problems created by the industrial revolution. Every society has been
affected by this globalisation and has taken its share. Cyprus has also started to change in terms of
socio-cultural, economic and lifestyle, which remained under the domination of the British Empire
from 1878 to 1960, closely followed the West in that period and as a result, modern architecture began
to take root on the island. Modern architecture, evident in various architectural structures, is also
offering more functional, minimalist, and contemporary designs in tourism buildings, influenced by
changing understanding and technology. This study aims to examine and interpret the development
and transformation of modern architecture in Cyprus through the example of the Palm Beach Hotel
in Famagusta.

Abstract

In this study, the cultural heritage values of highlands in Turkey's Mediterranean and Black Sea
regions are compared, along with their relationship to tourism. This study is grounded in a
comparative analytical methodology, drawing extensively on both qualitative data sources and the
existing academic literature. Within the scope of the research, a comprehensive literature review was
conducted based on scholarly publications, official documents, and various reports relevant to the
subject matter. Additionally, field observations were carried out in the highland areas of the
Mediterranean and Black Sea regions. This methodological framework enabled a contextualized and
comparative examination of the cultural heritage components in both regions, as well as their
interactions with tourism. In recent years, the increasing touristic interest in the highlands of the Black
Sea region has accelerated investment and promotional activities, leading to significant
transformations in the region’s traditional lifestyles as well as its natural and cultural fabric. In
contrast, the highlands of the Mediterranean region, despite their rich ecological and cultural
resources, have remained largely detached from tourism activities. As a result, traditional
transhumance practices have been preserved in a relatively more protected manner. However, this
situation also indicates that the tourism-based development potential of the region has not been fully
realized. The study addresses the rapid construction, environmental degradation, commodification of
cultural elements, and transformations in traditional architecture observed in the highlands of the
Black Sea region. At the same time, it does not overlook the economic benefits and drawbacks that
emerging tourism dynamics present for local communities. In the case of the Mediterranean
highlands, the current underdevelopment of tourism contributes to the preservation of cultural
heritage; however, it also highlights the existence of significant untapped potential in terms of
economic development and regional promotion. In this context, the study emphasizes the necessity of
developing sustainable tourism policies for both regions—policies that are environmentally
compatible, inclusive of active local community participation, and attentive to the preservation of
cultural heritage. The study proposes a development vision centered on sustainable tourism
specifically for the Mediterranean highlands, while aiming to formulate solution-oriented
recommendations to address the existing challenges faced by the highlands of the Black Sea region.

Abstract

Cultural tourism is an important drive for the preservation and development of culture and its
values. It is also a means for attractive promotion of the culture locally and internationally. By virtue,
this includes the preservation, development and promotion of heritage, tangible and intangible.
Architectural heritage thence plays a distinguished role in the development of cultural tourism by
providing the spatial and aesthetic framework for cultural representation. But a hard problem arises
in areas of military conflict where cultural tourism and architectural heritage both come under serious
threats. In these areas, people usually cannot have the suitable chances and means to benefit from
cultural tourism. Secondly, architectural heritage itself does not find enough care and becomes an easy
target of decay and destruction. The question that flashes on here is whether architectural design as a
philosophy, conceptual framework and production of buildings can significantly contribute to the
development of cultural tourism and the preservation of heritage? This article presents examples of
architectural design contributions to the development of architectural heritage through cultural
tourism in Gaza City, Palestine. These examples include Arts and Crafts Village, and Museum
Restaurant and Café. These two examples represented innovative approaches for the use of
architectural design to provide cultural tourism projects. These projects creatively used the vocabulary
of Palestinian architecture heritage to support Palestinian culture and identity in a small, sieged region
that has been challenging the atrocities and urban genocide of Israeli army for decades. Unfortunately,
these two distinguished and most of Gaza are now nothing but debris.

Abstract

Many structures that were constructed without the explicit concern of becoming global focal points,
yet imbued with political or religious symbolism, have endured through time and become cultural
heritage assets and symbolic values of their cities. The inherent power of architecture has, over time,
transformed into a tourism commodity, serving the consumption-oriented nature of contemporary
society. In today’s architectural environment, architects consciously aim for their designs to be
“memorable” and iconic; as in the case of the Sydney Opera House which unexpectedly achieved
iconic status and evolved into a touristic object whose appeal contributes not only to the city but also
to the national economy. The transformation of space into a “touristic spectacle” can sometimes result
in function being overshadowed by form, and even lead to the emergence of structures that may be
considered as kitsch with unusual forms detached from cultural or social values. Particularly with the
advent of the so-called “Bilbao effect,” certain architectural products have turned into synthetic objects
that capture attention in the short term, yet the sustainability of their appeal as tourist attractions
remains questionable. The aim of this study is to evaluate the phenomenon of mediatized architecture
by examining the contexts in which such structures are subject to critique, and to discuss their
contributions to the tourism sector.

Abstract

Cultural heritage in ports can be of great importance for developing sustainable ports, as it can drive
economic development, social cohesion, and environmental responsibility. Ports that integrate
heritage into their sustainable development strategies tend to perform better in terms of long-term
resilience and stakeholder acceptance. The aim of this paper is to emphasize the importance of cultural
heritage in developing sustainable ports, and to investigate stakeholders’ attitudes regarding the
contribution of cultural heritage to the economic, social, and environmental performance of ports. For
this purpose, a series of interviews were conducted at the Port of Piraeus (Athens, Greece) with port
and cultural heritage stakeholders. The main research questions concerned: (i) how the proximity of
cultural heritage objects (CHOs) to ports influences sustainability; (ii) what the direct and indirect
impacts of cultural heritage objects near ports are; and (iii) whether proximity to CHOs increases the
number and diversification of visitors. The results reveal that cultural heritage constitutes a critical
factor in advancing the sustainability of port areas, exerting influence across economic performance,
social cohesion, and environmental stewardship. The spatial proximity of cultural heritage objects
(CHO:s) to ports enhances these outcomes by fostering adaptive reuse of infrastructure, strengthening
place identity and branding, and facilitating more integrated port—city relationships. CHOs contribute
both directly —through heritage-driven tourism and cultural activities —and indirectly, by reinforcing
community identity, promoting knowledge transfer, and supporting long-term resilience. Moreover,
their presence in port vicinities tends to increase visitor flows and diversify tourist profiles, although
the extent of these effects depends on the specific characteristics of the port and its associated heritage
assets.

The global climate crisis is pressuring the construction sector, particularly in the domain of
architectural design, to adopt solutions based on low-carbon emissions and renewable resources.
Within this paradigm shift, biocomposite materials present substantial opportunities in terms of
environmental sustainability, energy efficiency, and material circularity. Natural fibers such as hemp,
flax, and jute, alongside wood derivatives, are emerging as viable alternative materials in architectural
housing and other building technologies due to their low carbon footprint, biodegradability,
recyclability, and potential for localized production. This study investigates the incorporation of hemp
and wood into biocomposite systems within the construction industry in Turkey, focusing on
architectural applications, and addresses both the potential opportunities and the prevailing barriers.
The combination of natural reinforcing fibers with biopolymer-based matrices provides numerous
advantages, including insulation, sound absorption, lightness, and environmentally sustainable
production, thereby positioning these materials competitively relative to traditional building
materials.

In contemporary tourism, unconventional architectural landmarks have emerged as key
motivational drivers, complementing traditional attractions such as natural and cultural heritage sites.
Visitors often design their travel plans not merely to encounter conventional architectural forms found
in many destinations, but rather to experience unique and extraordinary buildings regardless of their
original function or period of construction. Iconic examples such as the Guggenheim Museum in
Bilbao, the Dancing House in Prague, the Hundertwasserhaus in Vienna, or the Lotus Temple in Delhi
serve as significant attractions, while destinations actively seek to generate new offerings inspired by
this demand. This study focuses on the touristic role of such unconventional architectural structures,
exploring visitors” motivations and perceptions. Within this context, Barcelona, Spain —home to
Antoni Gaudi’s remarkable works such as the Sagrada Familia, Park Giiell, and Casa Batll6 —was
selected as the research site. Adopting a qualitative approach, the study employed content and
thematic analysis of social media posts.

Anatolian Seljuk period caravanserais were structures located along trade routes, providing
accommodation and security services. One of these structures, Obruk Han, is located on the Konya-
Aksaray route and is currently on the UNESCO World Heritage Tentative List. Having fallen into
disrepair for a long time, the han was reused as a museum-hotel following restoration work. With its
promotional activities, it quickly became a notable destination in the region. Along with Lake Obruk,
the structure offers visitors a tourism experience integrated with the natural environment. Obruk Han
offers a multifaceted visitor experience, encompassing nature and cultural heritage tourism, as well
as gastronomy and route-based tourism. Thanks to these features, the structure is not only an
architectural monument but also a heritage asset that diversifies Konya's tourism landscape and has
the potential to attract international attention. Since the han's opening to tourism, an increase in visitor
numbers has been observed, contributing directly and indirectly to the economy. In this context, the
study emphasizes the importance of reusing the Obruk Han and preserving it within the framework
of sustainable tourism. A qualitative research approach was adopted in the study, assessing the
tourism impacts of the Obruk Han through literature review, on-site observation, and media data.
Furthermore, a SWOT analysis identified the structure's strengths and weaknesses, and
recommendations were made to address opportunities and threats. The findings demonstrate that the
Obruk Han contributes to Konya's tourism image, serves to preserve and preserve its cultural heritage,
and could attain an even more significant position within routes integrated with the Silk Road tourism
in the future.

Abstract

Since the late Ottoman period, various newspapers and journals were published with the aim of
increasing the public’s knowledge of agricultural practices and encouraging work in this field. During
the Republican era, such publications continued; in this context, Fidan, which began publication in
1946 and continued until 1952, stands out as a little-known yet distinctive journal. This study examines
nine issues from 1946 and four extant issues from 1952. Although it was not a long-lived publication,
Fidan is noteworthy for defining itself specifically as a “cultural agricultural journal.” Its editorial
policy was based on rather naively expressed goals aimed at protecting the country’s natural
resources: fostering a love of forests and trees, beautifying the homeland with vineyards, gardens, and
forests, and raising public awareness in this regard. In addition, in its early years, the journal included
certain anecdotes reflecting the single-party regime’s perspective on the past. This study analyzes the
journal’s content, evaluates its main themes and genres of writing, and situates it within the
agricultural and cultural environment of the period.

Abstract

This study employs a conceptual framework to elucidate the Cyprus Green Line through the
analytical lenses of liminality, mobility, and urbex. The Green Line was established as a United
Nations—controlled buffer zone in 1974, and it constitutes a space in which both temporal progression
and human movement are suspended. The objective of this paper is to explore how such a landscape,
suspended between past and future, can be conceptualized within the domain of urban exploration
(urbex) scholarship. This field of study places significant emphasis on the themes of abandonment,
restricted access, and the aesthetics of decay. Methodologically, the study adopts an exploratory and
conceptual approach, engaging with theoretical debates rather than empirical fieldwork. The analysis
demonstrates that, despite its international visibility, the Green Line embodies the essential
characteristics of urbex: deserted streets, immobilized objects, and traces of quotidian life that remain
static. Concurrently, the stringent military surveillance and political regulation that characterize the
region impose significant constraints on mobility, thereby consolidating its status as a "threshold of
immobility." The study concludes that the conceptual framework of liminality, mobility, and urbex,
when applied to the Cyprus Green Line, offers a novel theoretical contribution, situating the site as an
exemplary case of suspended temporality and spatial in-betweenness.

Abstract

“Cultural significance” refers to the set of values that must be preserved associated with a settlement.
Considering the role of society in the holistic conservation of cultural heritage, visitors' perception that
a settlement is worthy of preservation is the first step towards their involvement in its conservation.
Eski Foga, a historic settlement caught in the conservation-development dilemma, has become a
popular tourist destination but has fallen short to raise awareness of its cultural significance. Heritage
values defining the architectural character and traditional urban fabric of the region are under threat
of extinction and the lack of social awareness is gradually strengthening this threat. Although Eski
Foca has been settled by many civilizations throughout history, the failure to evaluate its national and
international relationship potential is a significant reason for its unconscious visitation. Cultural routes
have been chosen as a model that emphasises the joint effort to preserve heritage values in order to
contribute to the solution of these problems. Cultural routes not only promote the preservation of
cultural heritage by strengthening the identity and sense of belonging of the local population in the
region, but also make significant contributions to cultural tourism by sharing and promoting the
region’s cultural values with visitors. This cultural interaction supports conservation efforts through
educational programs, events, and workshops organized within the scope of the route, while also
boosting tourism revenues and streghtening the local economy. In light of this information, a study
was conducted to reveal the settlement's potential for inclusion in existing cultural routes and to
develop route proposals for its possible inclusion. The cultural significance of Eski Foga, which shares
common values with Western Mediterranean cities especially, was examined with the help of
international guide documents to investigate which values could be incorporated into cultural routes.
This study is expected to contribute to the sustainable development of the region, minimize the
negative effects of tourism in the region and facilitate access to new funds and projects by
strengthening national/international relations.

On the territory of the republic, the Ministry of Culture has registered 6308 archaeological,
architectural and landscape gardening structures, 28 historical and cultural reserves. Monuments and
historical and cultural reserves function as "open-air museums" as museum exhibits. “Open 45
Azarbaycanda tarix-madaniyyet qoruglar1 “agiq sama altinda muzeylar” kimi Air Museums” is one
of the activities of the museum, which involves a museum exposition of a real historical and cultural
heritage. The idea of creating the first open-air museums (scans) was put forward by the Swedish
philologist and ethnographer Arthur Hazelius. Exhibiting immovable heritage, as well as historical
and cultural reserves in Azerbaijan as "Open-air museums" is one of the means for introducing our
historical heritage to future generations and the world, and for the development of tourism. Proper
organization of such museums, implementation of infrastructure projects, and advertising both within
and outside the country can attract tourists to such places, which in turn can have a positive impact
on the country's economy.

Abstract

regions of Azerbaijan for the organization and development of cultural heritage. For this purpose,
many projects that meet the requirements of the modern era have been implemented.

The foundation of the Izmir Fair was laid in 1923 during the Izmir Economic Congress, which was
organized with the goal of establishing a national economy for the newly founded Turkish Republic.
The exhibition held as part of this congress became the first step toward what would eventually
become a long-standing tradition. Initially national in scope, these early exhibitions and fairs
gradually gained an international dimension, culminating in their transformation into the Izmir
International Fair in 1936. Beyond being a mere economic event, the Izmir International Fair has served
as a tangible reflection of the Republic of Turkey's vision for international relations and
modernization. Furthermore, the Fair continues to hold a significant place in the social life of Izmir
residents today, making it not just a cultural heritage site but also one of the most cherished images in
the city's collective memory. This paper will examine the historical development of the Fair from
multiple perspectives using archival documents from the Presidency of the Republic of Turkey State
Archives. These primary sources will provide a detailed analysis, demonstrating the state's
commitment to the Fair, the economic and social relationships of numerous foreign countries with the
Fair, and the immense interest shown by the people of Izmir.

Abstract

Tourism is one of the most active forms of recreation and entertainment, as well as plays a special
role in the implementation of socio-economic, cultural-political and culturological functions.
Azerbaijan with a favorable geographical location on the Caspian coast, beautiful nature, medical
mineral waters, oil and mud, as well as a rich historical and cultural heritage can achieve great success
and income in this area. The development of tourism also contributes to the creation of additional jobs,
additional income from the sale of some consumer and agricultural goods in the regions, as well as
the effective organization of the population’s recreation. The development of tourism influences the
development of culture as a whole, especially mass culture. Mass cultural events, entertainment,
music, dance are the factors that tourists are most interested and ensure the effectiveness of cultural
and leisure time. Given the importance of tourism for the republic, the country’s president first made
changes in the management structure. A decree was signed to establish of the Ministry of Culture and
Tourism in 2006.

As a result, large-scale
infrastructures are being created in Azerbaijan today: highways that meet international standards are
being laid, bridges are being constructed, multi-star hotels are being built in Baku and the regions, a
magnificent winter-summer tourism complex such as “Shahdag” is being created, etc. When
constructing such large-scale structures, it is impossible not to take into account the architectural and
city planning features. In this regard, the Decree of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan on the
implementation of the Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan “On Architectural Works” signed on June
13, 1998 regulates the issues in this area. It is an undeniable fact that tourism has become one of the
most fashionable sectors in the world, including Azerbaijan in recent years. Approximately 10% of the
world’s population participates in the international tourism movement in modern times. There is no
accurate data on the number of people participating in domestic tourism processes. On the other hand,
the place of tourism in the global economy is also constantly growing. Studies show that tourism will
become one of the most important sectors of the global economy in the coming years. Research by the
World Tourism Organization shows that the number of people participating in tourism processes and
the economic impact of tourism will continue to grow. The article deals with the study of the prospects
for the development of tourism in Azerbaijan and assessment of the cultural experience. The study of
tourism issues is important not only from a socio-economic point of view, but also from a cultural-
political point of view. This is because the phenomenon of tourism is studied, researched and
supported as a cultural process. Organizations and societies that prioritize global values perceive
tourism as an integral part of people’s lives, an influential force contributing to the development of
science and culture over time. The article explores issues of research and promotion of tourism as a
cultural process that opens up broad prospects for a safe and secure future for all humanity.

Turizmin gelismesi ayn1 zamanda ek istihdam, yeni mekanlarin agilmasi, bolgelerdeki bazi tiiketim
ve tarim iiriinlerinin satisindan elde edilen ek gelir ve halk i¢in rekreasyonel faaliyetlerin etkin bir
sekilde organize edilmesi anlamina gelir. Turizmin gelismesi, kiiltiiriin bir biitiin olarak, 6zellikle de
kitle kiiltiiriiniin gelismesini etkiler. Kitlesel kiiltiirel etkinlikler, eglence, miizik, dans, turistlerin en
cok arzuladig ve kiiltiirel ve bos zamanin etkinligini saglayan unsurlardir. Turizmin cumhuriyet icin
onemini goz oniinde bulunduran iilke cumhurbagkani, oncelikle yonetim yapisinda degisiklikler
yapti. 2006 yilinda Kiiltiir ve Turizm Bakanligi'min kurulmasi hakkinda bir kararname imzalandi.
Sonraki yillarda, Azerbaycan'da turizmin gelistirilmesi ve qesitli alanlarimi kapsayan Devlet
Programlar1 hakkinda bir kararname ¢ikarildi. Sonug olarak, bugiin Azerbaycan'da biiyiik o6lgekli
altyap1 calismalar1 devam ediyor: uluslararasi standartlara uygun otoyollar insa ediliyor, kopriiler
insa ediliyor, Bakii ve bolgelerde ¢ok yildizl oteller insa ediliyor, "Sahdag" gibi gorkemli bir kis-yaz
turizm kompleksi yaratiliyor vb. Bu tiir biiyiik 6lgekli yapilarin insas1 sirasinda mimari ve kentsel
planlama Ozelliklerinin dikkate alinmamasi imkansizdir. Bu baglamda, Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti
Cumhurbaskanimin 13 Haziran 1998 tarihinde imzaladigi Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti "Mimarlik
Faaliyeti Hakkindaki" Kanunun Uygulanmasina Dair Kararnamesi bu alandaki konular
diizenlemektedir. Son yillarda turizmin, Azerbaycan da dahil olmak {iizere, diinyada en gozde
sektorlerden biri haline geldigi yadsinamaz bir gergektir. Modern zamanlarda, diinya niifusunun
yaklasik % 10'u uluslararasi turizm hareketine katilmaktadir. Yurt ici turizm faaliyetlerine katilan kisi
sayis1 hakkinda kesin bir veri bulunmamaktadir. Ote yandan, turizmin diinya ekonomisindeki yeri de
stirekli artmaktadir. Arastirmalar, turizmin oniimiizdeki yillarda diinya ekonomisinin en onemli
sektdrlerinden biri haline gelecegini gostermektedir. Diinya Turizm Orgiitii'niin aragtirmalari, turizm
stireclerine katilan insan sayisinin ve turizmin ekonomik etkisinin artmaya devam edecegini
gostermektedir. Makale, Azerbaycan'da turizmin gelisme olasiliklarini ele almakta ve kiiltiirel
uygulamalar1 degerlendirmektedir. Turizm konularinin incelenmesi yalnizca sosyo-ekonomik agidan
degil, ayn1 zamanda kiiltiirel-politik acidan da 6nemlidir. Bunun nedeni, turizm olgusunun kiiltiirel
bir siire¢ olarak incelenmesi, arastirilmasi ve desteklenmesidir.

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The Cultural Memory of Place in Tourism: Cultural Space and Living Heritage in the
City

Abstract

Space is an area where social relations, cultural meanings and shared memory are shaped, beyond
its physical structure. Urban spaces reveal the identity of communities through their architectural
structures, streets, squares and historical areas that bear the traces of the past. At the same time, the
narratives, rituals and daily practices that are kept alive in these spaces reproduce cultural memory.
Thus, space provides a foundation for the transmission and continuity of living culture (intangible
cultural heritage). This paper examines the interaction between space, cultural memory, and living
heritage in the context of urban tourism; these relationships are discussed through examples in terms
of both preserving this heritage and the risks to its viability. The display of local culture in the space
through culinary traditions, crafts, festivals and social rituals contributes to the reinforcement of
identity and belonging for the local population. Tourism makes the relationship between space and
cultural memory visible and strengthens it, while tourists experience the city's identity through these
cultural spaces. For example, Jemaa el-Fna Square, inscribed on the UNESCO Representative List of
the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity by Morocco, is one of the city's spaces symbolising
cultural traditions. Similarly, the Hawker Culture, inscribed on the List by Singapore as an urban
heritage, has become a symbol of many cultural activities, primarily traditional foods. Similarly, in
Turkey, the Historic Peninsula of Istanbul, as an urban cultural space, is an example that brings
together intangible cultural heritage practices with its rich tangible heritage, its market culture, its
hosting of religious rituals and practices, its preservation of traditional professions, and its iconic
gastronomic diversity. However, it cannot be said that the combination of these spaces, with their
structures integrated with traditional culture, and tourism always yields positive results. Tourist
demand can sometimes lead to the detachment of local culture from its context, the reduction of rituals
to spectacle, their commercialisation, and the detachment of places from their historical and cultural
continuity. This situation weakens the cultural memory carried by the place and can cause the city's
identity to be reshaped according to tourism and economic expectations.

Mekan, fiziki yapisinin Otesinde toplumsal iliskilerin, kiiltiirel anlamlarin ve ortak bellegin
sekillendigi bir alandir. Kent mekanlari, geg¢misin izlerini tasiyan mimari yapilari, sokaklari,
meydanlar1 ve tarihi alanlariyla topluluklarin kimligini goriiniir kilar. Ayni zamanda, bu mekanlarda
yasatilan anlatilar, ritiieller ve giindelik pratikler kiiltiirel hafizay: yeniden {iretir. Boylece mekan,
yasayan kiiltiiriin (somut olmayan kiiltiirel mirasin) aktarimi ve siirekliligi i¢in bir zemin olusturur.
Bu bildiride, kent turizmi baglaminda mekan, kiiltiirel hafiza ve yasayan miras arasindaki etkilesim
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incelenmis; bu iligkiler hem bu miras: koruma hem de mirasin yasayabilirligi konusundaki riskler
agisindan Ornekler {izerinden tartisilmistir. Yerel kiiltiiriin mutfak gelenekleri, zanaatlar, bayramlar
ve toplumsal ritiieller araciigiyla mekanda sergilenmesi, yerel halk i¢in kimlik ve aidiyetin
pekistirilmesine katki saglar. Turizm, mekan ile kiiltiirel bellek arasindaki iligkiyi goriiniir kilip
giiclendirirken turist de kentin kimligini bu kiiltiirel mekanlar araciligiyla deneyimler. Ornegin; Fas
tarafindan UNESCO Insanligin Somut Olmayan Kiiltiirel Miras Temsili Listesi'ne kaydedilen Jemaa
el-Fna Meydani sehrin kiiltiirel geleneklerle sembollesmis mekanlarindan biridir. Yine kent merkezli
bir miras olarak Singapur tarafindan Liste’ye kaydedilen Seyyar Satici Kiiltiirii, basta geleneksel
yemekler olmak iizere pek c¢ok kiiltiirel aktivitenin sembolii haline gelmistir. Benzer sekilde,
Tiirkiye’de ise kentsel bir kiiltiirel mekan olarak fstanbul Tarihi Yarimada, somut mirasn
zenginliginin yaninda cars1 kiiltiiriiyle, dini ritiiel ve uygulamalara ev sahipligi yapmasiyla,
geleneksel mesleklerin yasatilmasiyla ve imgesel hale gelmis gastronomik cesitliligi ile somut
olmayan kiiltiirel miras pratiklerini bir araya getiren bir 6rnektir. Bununla birlikte, bu mekanlarin
geleneksel Kkiiltiirle biitiinlesmis yapilarimin turizmle birlikteliginin her zaman olumlu sonuglar
dogurdugu soylenemez. Turistik talep, kimi zaman yerel kiiltiiriin baglamindan kopmasina,
ritliellerin  gosteriye indirgenmesine, ticarilesmesine; mekanlarin da tarihsel ve Kkiiltiirel
siirekliliginden kopmasina yol agabilmektedir. Bu durum, mekanin tasidigi kiiltiirel hafizay:
zayiflatirken, kent kimliginin de turizme ve ekonomik beklentilere gore yeniden sekillenmesine neden
olabilmektedir.

Abstract

Mediterranean coastal cities, long distinguished by their rich cultural heritage, are increasingly
exposed to the escalating impacts of climate change. This paper posits that climate change exerts
multifaceted pressures on the conservation and management of cultural heritage sites, necessitating a
critical reassessment of existing preservation policies. Methodologically, the study adopts a
comparative approach grounded in recent academic literature, international reports, and a conceptual
framework analysis. The impacts of climate change on cultural heritage are examined through key
risk categories, including sea-level rise, coastal erosion, extreme heat, drought, wildfires, and other
extreme weather events. Findings reveal that climate change not only undermines the physical
integrity of historical structures but also disrupts local community practices and the sustainability
dynamics associated with tourism. These processes contribute to the overexploitation of heritage sites,
weaken the balance between conservation and utilization, and jeopardize the intergenerational
transmission of cultural assets. In conclusion, strategies for safeguarding cultural heritage in
Mediterranean coastal cities must be reconfigured to address the multidimensional effects of climate
change. The development of risk-based conservation policies, the implementation of climate-adaptive
management models, and the adoption of interdisciplinary approaches are identified as critical
measures for ensuring the long-term sustainability of cultural heritage.

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Abstract

Within the framework of planning policies in Tiirkiye, tourism and cultural heritage components
stand out as two main dynamics that directly and indirectly interact with each other. Among the
NUTS-2 regions examined in this study, TR61 (Antalya-Isparta-Burdur) provides a unique
geographical context, combining Antalya—prominent for coastal/marine tourism —with Isparta and
Burdur, which are rich in cultural heritage. Accordingly, this study aims to comparatively analyze the
levels of specialization in tourism and cultural heritage in the TR61 region and to reveal intra-regional
differentiations. For the analysis, the Location Quotient (LQ) method was employed. Tourism
indicators included the number of tourists and overnight stays, while cultural heritage indicators
encompassed the number of museums and archaeological sites, visitor statistics, registered cultural
assets, and conservation areas. These core indicators were normalized using the 2024 population data
of TR61 provinces and compared with national averages to calculate province-level LQ values for both
tourism and cultural heritage dimensions. LQ results reveal that spatial imbalances between tourism
and heritage indicators have partially transformed into a more integrated pattern. Antalya now
exhibits high specialization not only in tourism but also in heritage-related indicators, reflecting a
dual-core structure where coastal tourism and heritage-based economies intersect. Conversely, Isparta
and Burdur maintain moderate to high heritage intensity yet remain limited in converting this
potential into tourism and visitor attraction. This pattern underscores the necessity of integrating
heritage into regional tourism strategies and enhancing accessibility, accommodation, and experience
design —particularly in the the TR61 region.

Ozet

Tiirkiye’de planlama politikalar1 baglaminda turizm ve kiiltiirel miras bilesenleri, dogrudan ve
dolayli olarak etkilesim i¢inde olan iki ana dinamik olarak 6n plana ¢tkmaktadir. Calisma kapsaminda
da ele alinan Diizey 2 bolgelerinden TR61 (Antalya—Isparta—Burdur) bolgesi ise, kiyi/deniz turizmi ile
on plana ¢ikan Antalya ile zengin kiiltiirel mirasa sahip Isparta ve Burdur'un bir arada bulundugu

farklilagsmalari1 ortaya koymaktir. Calismada yontem olarak belirlenen Yerellesme Katsayisi (Location
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Quotient, LQ) analizi i¢in, turizm gostergeleri baglaminda turist ve geceleme sayilary; kiiltiirel miras
gostergeleri baglaminda ise miize ve Oren yeri sayilari, ziyaretci istatistikleri, tescilli kiiltiir varliklar:
ve sit alanlar1 dikkate alinmistir. Bu gostergeler Tiirkiye ortalamalariyla karsilastirilmis ve her il igin
turizm ve kiiltiirel miras kategorilerinde LQ degerleri hesaplanmistir. LQ sonuglari, turizm ve miras
gostergeleri arasindaki mekansal dengesizliklerin kismen biitiinlesik bir yapiya doniistigiinii
gostermektedir. Antalya, yalnizca turizmde degil, ayni1 zamanda miras gostergelerinde de yiiksek
uzmanlasma sergileyerek kiy1 turizmi ile miras temelli ekonomilerin kesistigi “cift ¢ekirdekli” bir
yapiya ulasmistir. Buna karsilik Isparta ve Burdur, miras yogunluklarin1 korumalarina ragmen bu
potansiyeli turizm faaliyetlerine ve ziyaretci ¢ekim giiciine doniistiirmede siurli kalmaktadir. Bu
durum, bolgesel dlgekte kiiltiirel mirasin turizm stratejilerine daha etkin bigcimde entegre edilmesi ve
ozellikle i¢ bolgelerde erisilebilirlik, konaklama ve deneyim tasarimi yatirimlarinin giiclendirilmesi
gerekliligini vurgulamaktadr.

At present, many places are frequently visited due to their historical and architectural features. In
such tourism destinations, which may involve short or long term visits, the loss of authenticity,
damage to cultural and architectural textures, and threats to sustainability at the building, settlement
and tourism scales may occur due to various factors such as increasing tourist demand and
commercial concerns. In this sense, the study aims to identify tourism -related factors that may lead
to similar outcomes and to propose sustainable solutions for preserving the authentic characteristics
of the place. The study which takes Sirince (Selcuk) as a case, adopts a mixed-method approach that
combines qualitative and quantitative data. In his context, a systematic review of the existing literature
was conducted, alongside a survey administered to destinations visitors and a content analysis of
online visitor reviews on travel platforms. The findings were analyzed and interpreted. The study is
limited to visits and online reviews shared within last five years (2020-2025). This period is considered
significant for observing the transformation of destinations during and after the pandemic recovery
process. It can be said that the study provides an important and up-to-date perspective by analyzing
the issue within the dynamic processes of the past five years. The findings are expected to guide future
academic research in this field. Furthermore, the study is thought to offer practical contributions by
presenting concrete policy and implementation suggestions to local governments, tourism planners,
and sector stake holders regarding the establishment of a balance between the commercial potential
of tourism and the sustainability of authentic architecture.

Kisa
ya da uzun siireli olabilen bu tiir turizm destinasyonlarinda, artan turistik talep ve ticari kaygilar gibi
cesitli nedenlerle 6zgiinliigiin kaybedilmesi, dokularin hasara ugramasi ve bina, yerlesim ve turizm
Olceklerinde siirdiiriilebilirligin tehdit edilmesi s6z konusu olabilmektedir.

yorumlanmistir. Calisma, son bes yil (2020-2025) igerisindeki ziyaretler ve paylasilan ¢evrim ici
yorumlar ile smirlandirilmistir.

One-
stage CNN-based algorithms such as YOLO and two-stage approaches such as R-CNN and its
derivatives stand out as effective methods for the identification and classification of architectural
structures and elements, architectural style analysis, and the detection of damage and deterioration.
This study examines the application scenarios of these CNN-based algorithms within cultural heritage
contexts, reviews representative examples from the literature, and discusses the advantages as well as
the limitations associated with their implementation.

Abstract

The digital transformation of tourism is reshaping the ways in which urban and archaeological
heritage sites are experienced, preserved, and interpreted. The emergence of the “digital tourist”
signals a shift toward hybrid, immersive, and participatory forms of engagement, transforming how
cultural heritage is perceived, learned, and experienced. In this context, serious
games and archaeogaming emerge as innovative tools that not only reduce the physical pressure on
fragile sites but also expand interaction with tangible and intangible heritage through storytelling,
ritual reconstruction, and interactive learning.This study synthesizes research on digital
tourism, serious game design, virtual/digital heritage, and accessible tourism to examine how digital
tourist experiences are constructed through games and how archaeological and architectural heritage
is represented in game environments. It also engages critically with debates around authenticity,
commodification, and the potential trivialization of heritage in digital forms. The study identifies
serious games and archaeogaming as key mediators of future digital tourist experiences and argues
that they can function as significant instruments for the sustainability of archaeological and
architectural heritage values. Within this framework, the educational potential of serious games and
the specific role of archaeogaming in the experience and transmission of archaeological and
architectural heritage constitute the central focus of the study.

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Stamped Madytos Bricks as a Bridge to Nea Madytos: Craft Heritage and Early
Branding

Abstract

This study examines the sustained continuity of craft and tradition, particularly stamped bricks from
Madytos within the broader context of migration and cultural heritage. It shows how displaced
communities preserved their artisanal knowledge while adapting to new environments, and how
these markings functioned not only as identifiers but also as an early form of branding that has become
part of cultural heritage. Madytos was long known for its mastery in stamped bricks. The continuity
of these practices, and their transfer by the inhabitants who, after the Armistice of Mudanya in 1922,
left their homeland and founded Nea Madytos between Thessaloniki and Halkidiki, represents more
than a technical process; it also indicates cultural continuity, identity preservation, and economic
adaptation. The stamped bricks produced in Madytos were used in many places, ranging from the
surrounding region to Istanbul. In the new settlement, craftmanship continued as a livelihood. Their
craftsmanship was so distinctive that, both after their temporary departure in 1915 due to war and
following the permanent migration in 1922, production continued in a limited way under others, but
without the same mastery. The study relies on archival notes, field observations, and testimonies
collected during meetings in Nea Madytos and at the Estia Madition. These are complemented by
historical references to the functioning of local workshops. The focus was on the continuation of
artisanal practices. The findings indicate that the continuation of brickmaking was a central feature of
livelihood and craft identity. With the gradual shift of construction techniques, production decreased.
In time, changes were observed in the colour of the bricks and in the form of the stamps. The stamped
Madytos bricks bearing the abbreviations of producer families, or workshops in some cases, serve as
concrete evidence of these dynamics, conveying origin, trust, and recognition. However, the
“MAAYTOZY” stamp, which in Madytos referred to the origin of the product and suggested its quality,
was not used in Nea Madytos. The case of Madytos and Nea Madytos shows the overlap between
migration, artisanal continuity, and symbolic product marking. The stamped bricks illustrate how
communities preserved their craft knowledge while adapting to new contexts, and how markings
conveyed trust and recognition. Madytos bricks show both artisanal continuity and an early form of
marketing practice, where marks served a branding function. Rather than a developed system, these
practices may be regarded as an early expression of market-oriented communication. Beyond
documenting this cultural continuity, the study also indicates opportunities for further research and
collaborative projects on the relationship between craftsmanship and heritage.

Bu calisma, Madytos'un miihiirlii tugla alanindaki zanaat ve geleneginin go¢ ve kiiltiirel miras
baglaminda nasil siirdiiriildiigiinii incelemektedir. Gog etmek zorunda kalan topluluklarin yeni
cevrelere uyum saglarken zanaatkarlik bilgilerini nasil koruduklarini ve bu isaretlerin yalnizca bir
kimlik gostergesi degil, ayn1 zamanda kiiltiirel mirasin bir pargasi haline gelmis marka benzeri olarak
nasil islev gordiigiinii ortaya koymaktadir. Maydos, uzun siire boyunca mdiihiirlii tugla alanindaki
ustaligryla taninmistir. Bu uygulamalarin siirekliligi ve 1922 tarihli Mudanya Miitarekesi sonrasinda
yurtlarin terk ederek Selanik ile Halkidikya arasinda Nea Madytos'u kuran halk tarafindan devam
ettirilmesi, yalnizca teknik bir siire¢ degil; kiiltiirel siireklilik, kimlik muhafazasi ve ekonomik
uyumun da bir gostergesidir. Maydos'ta iiretilen miihiirlii tuglalar, yakin gevreden Istanbul’a kadar
bir¢cok yerde kullanilmistir. Yeni yerlesimde zanaatkarlik, gecim kaynag: olarak siirdiirtilmiistiir.
Ustaliklar1 o kadar belirgindir ki hem 1915’te savas nedeniyle gecici ayrilislarinin ardindan hem de
1922’deki kalic1 gogten sonra, sinurli olarak baskalar: tarafindan devam ettirilen iiretimde ayni ustalik
saglanamamuistir. Calisma, arsiv notlari, saha gozlemleri ve Nea Madytos ile Estia Madition’daki
toplantilarda toplanan tarnukliklara dayanmaktadir. Bunlara, yerel atolyelerin isleyisine dair tarihsel
kaynaklar da eklenmistir. Yontem, zanaatkarlik pratiklerinin stirekliliginin belgelenmesine
odaklanmaktadir. Bulgular, tugla iiretiminin siirdiiriilmesinin hem gecim kaynagi hem de zanaat
kimliginin temel bir unsuru oldugunu gostermektedir. Insa tekniklerinin zamanla degismesiyle
birlikte tiretimde azalma yasanmuistir. Zaman icinde tuglalarin renginde ve miihiirlerin bigiminde de
degisiklikler goriilmiistiir. Uretici aile isimlerinin ya da kimi durumlarda iiretim tesislerinin
kisaltmalarini tasiyan miihiirlii tuglalar, koken, giiven ve tammirhigi iletmesi bakimindan bu
dinamiklerin somut kanit1 olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Bununla birlikte Maydos’ta iiretilen tuglalarda
kullanilan ve {iiriin menseine atifla, tuglanin kalitesini ¢agristiran “MAAYTOL” damgasi Nea
Madytos'ta kullanilmamistir. Maydos ve Nea Madytos Ornegi, go¢, zanaatkarlik stirekliligi ve
sembolik {iriin isaretlerinin kesisimini ortaya koymaktadir. Miihiirlii tuglalar, topluluklarin yeni
kosullara uyum saglarken zanaatkarlik bilgilerini nasil koruduklarimi ve isaretlerin giiven ile
tanmnirligi nasil ilettigini gostermektedir. Maydos tugla miihiirleri hem zanaatkarlik siirekliligini hem
de erken pazarlama uygulamasi olarak bir marka islevi gordiigiinii de gostermektedir.

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The Evolution of a Cult: Apollo Smintheus and its Contemporary Echoes

Abstract

The epithet “Smintheus” of the god Apollo represents a distinctive cultural element rooted in
verbal tradition. Referring to Apollo’s healing and prophetic attributes, this epithet is associated with
mice—symbols linked to fertility, plague, famine, and death—and emerged as a prominent local cult
in the Troas region. The sanctuary, regarded as the center of the Smintheus cult, transmitted from
verbal to written tradition through ancient authors such as Homer, Strabo, and Stephanos Byzantios,
is located today in Giilpinar, Ayvacik (Canakkale). The Temple of Apollo Smintheus, a significant
monument of Hellenistic Western Anatolian architecture, features column drums and friezes with
reliefs depicting scenes from the Iliad, illustrating how verbal and written traditions were
permanently embodied in architecture and sculptural art. The temple, which provided religious
services to important cities of the Troas, such as Hamaxitos and Alexandria Troas, and its frequent
depictions on the coins of these cities, reveal the regional influence of the Smintheus cult. Within the
scope of excavation and restoration works at the Smintheion Sanctuary, the cult has been
reinterpreted in the context of transmitting intangible cultural heritage to future generations. The
realistic mouse figures placed on the temple steps stand as a contemporary interpretation of the
transformation of an verbal tradition-based cult into written texts and iconographic depictions. This
study aims to offer a new perspective on the fields of tourism, architecture, and cultural heritage
management by tracing the evolution of the transmission methods of the Apollo Smintheus cult as
a unique case of the embodiment of intangible heritage through spatial design.

Apollon'un sifa ve kehanet niteliklerine atifta bulunan ve dogurganlik, veba, kitlik ve dliim gibi
kavramlarla baglantili farelerle iliskilendirilen bu sifat, 6zellikle Troas bolgesinde yerel bir kiilt olarak
one ¢ikmistir. Homeros, Strabon ve Stephanos Byzantios gibi antik yazarlar araciligiyla sozlii
gelenekten yazili kiiltiire aktarilmis olan Smintheus kiiltiiniin merkezi olarak kabul goren kutsal alan,
giinlimiizde Canakkale ili Ayvacik ilgesi Giilpmnar beldesinde yer alir.

Troas bdlgesinin Hamaxitos ve
Alexandria Troas gibi énemli kentlerine dinsel hizmet veren tapmagin, bu kentlerin sikkelerinde
siklikla tasvir edilmesi Smintheus kiiltiiniin bolgesel etkisini ortaya koymaktadir. Smintheion Kutsal
Alan1 kazi ve onarim c¢alismalari kapsaminda, somut olmayan kiiltiirel mirasin yeni kusaklara
aktarimi baglaminda Smintheus kiiltii yeniden degerlendirilmistir. Tapmnagmn basamaklarina
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yerlestirilen gercekci fare figiirleri, sozlii gelenege dayanan bir kiiltiin yazili metinlere ve ikonografik
tasvirlere uzanan doniisiimiiniin giincel bir yorumu olarak 6ne ¢ikar. Bu ¢alisma, Apollon Smintheus

Icherisheher has a great
potential for cultural tourism. There are many historical monuments, cultural and entertainment
institutions, and antique shops that will attract tourists here. Among the main objects that attract the
attention of tourists in this place, statues, stone figures, and reliefs play a special role. As is known,
acquaintance with examples of sculpture is one of the main directions of cultural tourism. These
statues, by reviving the images of historical figures, provide tourists with information about the
country's famous personalities.

Village (Iran)

Abstract

Kandovan village, located in Osku County of East Azerbaijan Province, Iran, approximately 45 km
southwest of Tabriz, is notable for its architecture carved into volcanic rocks on the slopes of Mount
Sahand. Globally, only three rock-hewn settlements have been identified: Cappadocia in Turkey,
Dakota in the United States, and Kandovan in Iran. What endows Kandovan with its historical identity
and distinguishes it as a tourist destination is the continued presence of a resident population in these
rock-carved houses. The village’s natural environment, existing mineral water resources, and
architectural structure offer potential for both cultural and thermal tourism. The aim of this paper is
to raise awareness of Kandovan's cultural heritage, foster its preservation, and develop
recommendations for its inclusion on the UNESCO World Heritage List, the region's development
focused on heritage tourism, and the sustainable development of tourism. The study aims to increase
the village's recognition and international appeal by emphasizing its historical identity, cultural
heritage, and the local people's way of life.

Ozet

Kandovan kdyii, Iran'in Dogu Azerbaycan Eyaleti'ne bagli Osku ilgesinde, Tebriz'in yaklagik 45 km
giineybatisinda yer almaktadir. Sahand Dagi'nin eteklerinde konumlanan kdy, volkanik kayaclarin
oyulmastyla olusturulan mimarisiyle dikkati gekmektedir. Diinya genelinde toplam i¢ kayadan oyma
yerlesim alari belirlenmistir: Tiirkiye’de Kapadokya, ABD’de Dakota ve Iran’da Kandovan.
Kandovan’a tarihsel kimligini kazandiran ve turistik agidan farkli kilan 6zelligi, kayadan oyma bu
evlerde hala yerlesik niifusun bulunmasidir. Kéyiin dogal cevresi, var olan mineralli su kaynaklar: ve
mimari yapisi, hem kiiltiir turizmi hem de saglik turizmi agisindan potansiyel sunmaktadir.

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Construction Technologies in Cultural Tourism: Opportunities and Challenges

Abstract

Cultural tourism is increasingly recognized as an essential driver for both heritage preservation and
sustainable regional growth. The built environment plays a key role in shaping visitor experiences,
maintaining cultural identity, and promoting environmental responsibility. Recent advances in
construction technology provide new opportunities to achieve these objectives, and their integration
into cultural tourism continues to grow. In this context, this study explored potential technologies for
revitalizing and adaptive reuse of cultural heritage through a sustainable approach. This review was
conducted via a systematic literature review and the Web of Science database. The connection between
different technologies and cultural tourism was analyzed through publications from 2000 to 2025,
highlighting opportunities and challenges. Articles linking cultural tourism and technological
methods were examined to identify which problems these approaches aim to solve in cultural heritage
and tourism fields. The results show that 3D printing enables restoration and precise replication of
lost artifacts; robotic fabrication offers accuracy in complex repair and conservation tasks; and sensor
networks gather vital data on visitor behavior, microclimate conditions, and early damage detection.
Additionally, drone technologies are useful for documentation, risk assessment, and monitoring in
hard-to-reach areas. However, challenges such as high initial costs, limited technical expertise, data
management issues, and the need to preserve heritage authenticity are noted. Ultimately, this study
outlines future research directions, stressing the importance of integrated approaches and context-
sensitive construction practices that balance technological innovation with cultural values.

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Evaluation of the Conservation and Tourism Potential of Surp Garabed Church and its
Surroundings in Baglarbasi, Uskiidar

Abstract

Located on the Anatolian side of Istanbul, Uskiidar stood out as a port, settlement, and trade center
during the Byzantine and Ottoman periods. It has a culturally rich urban fabric where different
communities lived together. In the XVIth and XVIIth centuries, the area became a key starting point
for trade routes to Armenia and Iran. According to Ottoman Archive documents, Armenians settled
in Baglarbasi starting in the XVIth century and built churches and residences around them. From the
XIXth century onwards, Baglarbasi became enriched with mansions built by influential figures from
the Ottoman court and acquired the status of an elite residential area. During this period, its physical
fabric generally consisted of low-rise wooden and stone houses. During the Ottoman period, this
neighborhood, where Armenians lived in particular density, acquired a unique identity reflecting the
multicultural character of the city with its religious structures, educational institutions, and examples
of civil architecture. One of the religious structures the Surp Garabed Armenian Church, stands out
both as a place of worship and a complex that shaped the social and cultural life around it. First built
in wood in 1617, the church reached its current form through repairs and reconstructions in the XVIIIth
and XIXth centuries. Rebuilt in 1888, the structure is notable for its cut stone material, barrel vault
ceiling, and twin bell towers. Together with the educational institutions and civil buildings around it,
the church served as a center for the Armenian community. This paper aims to document the historical
and architectural values of Surp Garabed Church and the examples of civil architecture in its
surroundings, and to explore the potential for its preservation and use in its original function. The
study will follow a methodology based on international conservation standards. The structure and its
surroundings will be documented and analyzed using 3D laser scanning, drone photography, archive
and literature reviews. In this context, the historical and architectural qualities of the church, as well
as its materials and damage conditions, will be evaluated; analogical comparisons will be made for
restitution and restoration proposals. The research aims to establish a model for future studies on
similar sites, not only at the architectural scale but also by examining Baglarbasi's cultural and urban
context. It will propose an approach that will contribute to preserving the church as cultural heritage
tourism, keeping local memory alive, and transforming the region into a sustainable cultural attraction
center.

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Abstract

In rural areas, traditional buildings shaped by the shared teachings of humans and nature have
gradually fallen into disuse and become subject to deterioration for various reasons. Considering the
socio-cultural, economic, and legal threats faced by rural areas along with changing lifestyles, the
preservation of both tangible and intangible cultural values in these areas is of great importance. In
this context, tourism is not only a tool for physical preservation but also a significant factor in fostering
public awareness of Conservation. The Christian religious buildings located in the Magka district of
Trabzon province constitute important elements of rural heritage, shedding light on the identity and
historical process of the region. Although the area is primarily known for the Stimela Monastery, it
also includes two additional monasteries, 14 churches, and eight chapels. However, at present, the
tourism potential is concentrated solely on the Siimela Monastery. The aim of this study is to identify
the conservation problems of religious buildings in Macka and to emphasize the necessity of
integrating these structures into the tourism network through a sustainable conservation approach
within the framework of faith tourism. The study seeks to discuss the role of faith tourism in the
preservation of cultural heritage and to develop an alternative religious tourism route proposal for
the region.

The use of
advanced techniques, data collection, and analysis can help understand the fundamental problems of
historical/heritage structures before implementing any solutions. The preservation of historical
structures, the preservation of the culture within heritage sites, and the continued existence of these
structures are crucial for their survival to future generations. In the paper, the "Conical Domed Harran
Houses in the Harran Historical City Center," were selected as a sample area. The firstly in the study
will be to transfer information about the selected area under the title "Harran Historical City Center".

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Abstract

This study investigates the revitalization of the nearly two-century-old “Water Mill” in Safranbolu
through the lens of gastronomic heritage and cultural sustainability. The research aims to analyze how
this traditionally operated mill, the only one still functioning in the region, contributes to the
preservation of tangible cultural heritage and to the enrichment of gastronomic tourism experiences.
Grounded in a qualitative research paradigm, the study employs a case study design to explore the
cultural and historical layers embedded in the local food production landscape. Field observations
and in-depth interviews with the mill operator were conducted to document the production—
consumption cycle and to capture the mill’s role within the community’s food culture. Findings reveal
that the mill tradition —once a hereditary craft transmitted from father to son—is now facing the risk
of disappearance due to generational disengagement, climate-induced water scarcity, and the decline
of artisanal stone milling skills. Despite these challenges, the mill functions as both a site of traditional
food production and a form of gastronomic entrepreneurship that empowers women and reinforces
local identity. The flour milled on-site is used in the preparation of emblematic Safranbolu dishes,
creating an authentic link between local production and culinary tourism. Visitors’ opportunities to
observe the grinding process and taste the products where they are made transform the site into a
distinctive model of experience-based gastronomy. Ultimately, the Safranbolu water mill exemplifies
how tangible cultural heritage can be integrated into sustainable gastronomy tourism, offering
valuable insights into the relationship between heritage conservation, local food identity, and rural
development.

Elde
edilen bulgulara gore, degirmen kiiltlirtiniin kusaktan kusaga aktarilan bir zanaat mirasi olarak
glintimiizde yok olma tehlikesiyle kars1 karsityadir. Degirmencilik meslegi babadan ogula ge¢mis olsa
da yeni nesillerin ilgisizligi, iklim degisikligine bagli su azlig1 ve tas isciligi gibi unsurlarin kaybolmasi,
bu mirasin siirdiiriilebilirligini tehdit etmektedir. Bununla birlikte, degirmen isletmesi sadece
geleneksel iiretim alani degil, ayn1 zamanda kadin istihdamini destekleyen, yoresel gastronomiyi
yasatan bir girisimcilik 6rnegi olarak da 6nem tasimaktadir. Zira degirmenden elde edilen un ile
Safranbolu mutfagina 6zgii geleneksel lezzetler ortaya konulmaktadir. Bu sayede yerel iiretim ile
turizm deneyimi arasinda dogrudan bir bag kurulmaktadir. Ziyaretgilerin 06giitme siirecini
gozlemleme ve yerinde {iiretilen {iriinleri tatma imkani bulmalari, degirmeni deneyim temelli
gastronomi turizmi agisindan 6zgiin bir 6rnek haline getirmektedir. Sonug olarak Safranbolu su
degirmeni, somut kiiltiirel mirasin korunmasi, gastronomi turizminin gesitlendirilmesi ve kirsal
kalkinmanin desteklenmesi agisindan 6zgiin bir model sunmaktadir.

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Abstract

This study investigates the naming practices of traditional Safranbolu mansions through the lens of
gender studies, aiming to elucidate the dynamic interrelation between architectural identity and
cultural memory. Grounded in a qualitative research paradigm, the study conceptualizes naming not
merely as a linguistic or cultural act but as a sociocultural mechanism through which gendered
meanings are inscribed onto architectural heritage. Data were collected via in-depth, semi-structured
interviews conducted with local residents, mansion owners, and tourism stakeholders, and
subsequently analyzed through thematic and discourse analysis techniques to reveal underlying
socio-symbolic patterns. Empirical findings indicate that male-associated names are predominantly
linked to notions of patrilineal continuity, ownership, and authority, reflecting historical and
patriarchal structures of representation. In contrast, female-associated names embody affective
commemoration and familial reverence, emphasizing the sentimental and mnemonic dimensions of
local heritage. These divergent patterns underscore the gendered constitution of spatial memory and
the symbolic reproduction of social hierarchies through architectural nomenclature. Moreover,
naming practices are observed to function as agents of identity construction and cultural
sustainability, contributing to the touristic branding and heritage valorization of Safranbolu. By
integrating perspectives from gender theory, heritage studies, and spatial semiotics, this research
offers a novel contribution to understanding how collective memory and architectural identity
intersect within gendered frameworks of cultural representation.

Mimari Kimlikten Kiiltiirel Hafizaya: Safranbolu Konaklarinin isimlendirilmesinde Toplumsal
Cinsiyetin izleri

Ozet

Bu ¢alisma, Safranbolu’daki geleneksel konaklarin isimlendirilme pratiklerini toplumsal cinsiyet
perspektifinden ele alarak, mimari kimlik ile kiiltiirel hafiza arasindaki etkilesimi ¢6ziimlemeyi
amaclamaktadir. Arastirma, toplumsal cinsiyetin yerel mimari miras iizerindeki yansimalarini,
isimlendirme siiregleri iizerinden okumaya yoneliktir. Nitel arastirma yontemi cercevesinde
ylriitiilen ¢alismada, yerel halk, aile iiyeleri ve turizm paydaslariyla gerceklestirilen derinlemesine
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goriismeler araciligiyla soylemsel ve kiiltiirel temsiller incelenmistir. Elde edilen bulgular, Safranbolu
konaklarinin adlandirilmasinda erkek isimlerinin tarihsel siireklilik, miilkiyet ve soy bag: temalariyla
iliskilendirildigini; buna karsiik kadin isimlerinin duygusal aidiyet ve aile i¢i onurlandirma
motivasyonlariyla one ¢iktigini gostermektedir. Bu durum, mekéansal bellegin cinsiyetlendirilmis
yapisim1 ve Kkiiltiirel kimligin toplumsal rollere dayali insasim1 goriiniir kilmaktadir. Ayrica,
isimlendirme pratiklerinin turistik imaj ve kiiltiirel siirdiiriilebilirlik agisindan yerel kimligin yeniden
tiretiminde islevsel bir rol oynadig1 saptanmistir. Calisma, toplumsal cinsiyetin kiiltiirel mirasin
adlandirma pratikleri tizerindeki etkisini degerlendirerek, Safranbolu 6rneginde mimari kimlik ve
toplumsal bellegin kesisim noktalarina iliskin 6zgiin bir katki sunmaktadur.

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Abstract

The interaction between architecture and tourism in rural settlements represents a dynamic interface
where cultural continuity and economic transformation coexist in tension. This study introduces the
concept of breathing heritage to describe the adaptive capacity of rural architectural environments to
sustain their tangible and intangible values amid external pressures. Grounded in the theoretical
framework of resilient heritage, the research investigates how rural architectural forms, local building
practices, and community-based cultural networks collectively foster endurance against the
challenges of tourism-induced change. Using a comparative qualitative approach that integrates field
observations and discourse analysis, the study explores how place identity, socio-spatial continuity,
and adaptive reuse contribute to resilience in different rural contexts. The findings reveal that the
sustainability of rural heritage depends not only on the physical preservation of the built environment
but also on the active participation and empowerment of local communities in shaping cultural
transformation processes. Ultimately, the study proposes a holistic model for participatory and
identity-based heritage management, aligning architectural resilience with the long-term goals of
sustainable tourism and cultural continuity.

Nefes Alan Miras: Kirsal Mimarlikta Direng ve Siirdiiriilebilirlik

Ozet

Kirsal yerlesimlerde mimarlik ile turizm arasindaki etkilesim, kiiltiirel stireklilik ile ekonomik
dontistimiin bir arada, kimi zaman da gerilim iginde var oldugu dinamik bir kesisim alanini temsil
etmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, dissal baskilara ragmen kirsal mimari ¢evrelerin somut ve soyut degerlerini
stirdiirme kapasitesini tanimlamak iizere nefes alan miras (breathing heritage) kavramini ortaya
koymaktadir. Direngli miras kuramsal ¢ercevesine dayanan arastirma, kirsal mimari bigimlerin, yerel
yap1 pratiklerinin ve topluluk temelli kiiltiirel aglarin turizm kaynakli doniisiim baskilarma karsi
dayaniklilik tiiretmedeki rollerini incelemektedir. Niteliksel ve karsilagtirmali bir yaklasim
benimseyen ¢alisma; yerinde gozlemler ve sdylem ¢oziimlemesini biitiinlestirerek yer kimligi, sosyo-
mekansal siireklilik ve uyarlanabilir yeniden kullanim arasindaki iligkileri analiz etmektedir.
Bulgular, kirsal mirasin stirdiiriilebilirliginin yalnizca yapilarin fiziksel korunmasina degil, aym
zamanda kiiltiirel doniigiim siireglerinin yonetiminde yerel topluluklarin giiglendirilmesine ve aktif
katilimina bagli oldugunu gostermektedir. Sonug olarak ¢alisma, siirdiiriilebilir turizmin uzun vadeli
hedefleriyle uyumlu, katilimci ve kimlik temelli bir miras yonetimi modeli 6nermekte; mimari direnci
kiiltiirel siirekliligi destekleyen biitiinciil bir ¢erceve i¢inde ele almaktadir.
